School Attendance 

St Peter’s School and its Governing Body is committed to improving achievement through attendance and 
monitors the attendance of all its pupils. 

Children must attend school regularly to ensure that the maximum benefit is obtained from the education 
provided. 

Our Whole School Attendance is currently …… 

95.8% 
Punctuality is also very important.  Please remember that Years 1-6 should be lined up in the playground 
ready to come into school at 8.50am.  Foundation Stage pupils should be lined up ready to come in at 
8.45am.  Pupils should be collected promptly at the end of the school day.  

Free School Meals/Pupil Premium 

The school receives funding to help pay for staff to 
support children’s learning as well as resources for 
pupils who receive free school meals and or pupil 
premium.  Pupils who are eligible receive a free hot 
meal, access to free school uniform, free school 
trips and discounted residential trips as well as an 
allowance to spend on after school clubs etc.   
During this cost-of-living crisis we are all 
experiencing, it is important to get access to any 
extra funding you may be entitled to.

We kindly remind you that term-time holidays will 
not be authorised and may be subject to a Penalty 
Notice (Fine) from the Local Authority once it 
meets the threshold (10 sessions/ 5 days). Our 
attendance policy is available under 'Policies' on 
the school website with more information. In line 
with Government legislation, any attendance we 
believe is due to holiday, will be marked as a 'G' 
code for unauthorised. A reminder that this is a 
rolling period so absence at the end of last term 
and beginning of this academic year will count 
towards that total.
