Richard III

+ Born on 2nd Qctober 1452, Fotheringhay,
Northamptonshire.

The battle was long and bloody
and both armies sustained many
casualties. There was a mixture
of weapons in use, including
swords, handguns with small
bullets and cannons.

+ Died on 22nd August 1485, Bosworth Battlefield,
Leicestershire.

+ Crowned King 6th July 1483.
+ Married to Anne Neville.

* One son, Edward of Middleham, who died when he
was 8 years old.

What Happened in Battle"

Richard III had more men with him than Henry.

+ Suffered with curvature of the spine.

The battle was long and many soldiers were killed from both sides.
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Richard tried to go after Henry himself
but was knocked off his horse and
killed on the battlefield.
